Choirboys to Rock the Festival! 

This year’s Tuggeranong Festival is set to rock like never before with The 

Choirboys being confirmed as the headline act for the main concert. 

Best known for their hit song Run to Paradise, which became an Australian 

rock anthem, the boys comprise Mark Gable on vocals, Ian Hulme on bass, 

and Paul Wheeler (previously with Icehouse) on drums.  Together they’ve 

been delivering high energy live rock since they first got together in 

Sydney’s northern beaches during the 80’s. 

Other classic songs from the boys include Never Gonna Die, Boys Will Be 

Boys, and Struggletown.  They will shortly embark on a national 30th 

anniversary tour to be launched at the Metro Theatre in Sydney in August 

in support of their Never Gonna Die “best of” album release. 

The Choirboys have performed with Cold Chisel on their “Last Stand” tour, 

as well as supporting international acts including Deep Purple and Cheap 

Trick. 

Performing with The Choirboys will be local Canberra band Velvette.  A six-

piece group with a distinctive sound, Velvette are quickly establishing 

themselves as one of Canberra’s premier live acts and have just released 

their debut album, Velvelution.
